
    Architect and Tohkome-
upog alumnus Jon Chace 
(CIT �88) is more proud of his 
design for the World Trade 
Center memorial than he is of 
any other project in his port-
folio. �An architect is a prob-
lem solver for space,� ex-
plains Jon, who has become 
adept at solving those prob-
lems in a diverse number of 
ways. Chace and collaborator 
Josh Frankel submitted one of 
5,201 entries into the contest 
to design the WTC memorial 
site. 
    Chace, a graduate of Wash-
ington University in St. Louis 
and the Columbia University 
School of Architecture, has 
recently passed his ninth and 
final exam to become a li-
censed architect in the state of 
New York. Jon�s résumé in-
cludes two years with Bern-
hard Tschumi, an institutional 
architecture firm in New York 
City, and one year with Kohn, 
Pederson, and Fox, also of 
New York. With Bernhard 
Tschumi, Chace prepared 
design proposals for major 
projects such as the Carnegie 
Science Center in Pittsburgh, 
the New Acropolis Museum 
in Athens, and the Museum 
for African Art in New York. 
But his time as a construction 
worker in the Conway area 
and his work designing 
smaller residential spaces 
since leaving KPF has given 

Jon a wide range of design 
experience that he will put to 
use in his own firm after an 
upcoming move to Boston. 
Although Chace notes that 
�Boston is a more conserva-
tive, smaller market than New 
York,� he plans to use his 
skills to design everything 
from furniture to residential 
additions to complete homes 
in the Hub. 
    �Ideally we would have 
been second,� remarks Jon 
about the WTC entry, a little 
tongue-in-cheek. The jury for 
the WTC competition selected 
five proposals to be planned 
in more depth; Chace and 
Frankel�s design was not 
among them. The jury then 

chose a winner from the five 
finalists. Jon has not been 
surprised by the way that con-
test winner Michael Arad has 
had difficulty pleasing all of 
the interested parties in lower 
Manhattan. �He can�t satisfy 
everyone and he�s received a 
lot of negative press.� The 
other finalists received similar 
recognition as the winner but 
did have the difficulty of actu-
ally carrying out the project. 
For that reason, Jon claims 
that he was shooting for sec-
ond place. Of course, he 
would not have been upset if 
his own design had won. 
    Chace sees several key 
similarities between his pro-
posal and components of sev-

eral of the finalists� de-
signs. In the 30� by 40� 
display that entrants were 
allotted to �catch the ju-
rors� attention and convey 
their message clearly,� 
Chace and Frankel in-
cluded elements of  ab-
stract memorials and more 
traditional representative 
memorials. The design 
features a ramp on which 
memorial visitors would 
descend to bedrock level 
near the �footprints� of the 
towers. The ramps would 
then lead visitors back up 
near ground level. Televi-
sion monitors with looped 
footage of victims� lives 
line the sides of the ramps, 
with one monitor devoted 
to each victim. Visitors 
would then emerge from 
bedrock level and be con-
fronted by the masses of 
television monitors and 
two reflecting pools, one in 
each footprint of the tow-
ers. Two sanctuaries, penin-
sulas jutting into the reflect-
ing pools, serve as areas for 
contemplation and reflec-
tion. The design also in-
cludes a park and a section 
dedicated to emergency 
service victims. Chace and 
Frankel intended each 
monitor to emphasize and 
honor an individual while 
the sight of the thousands 
of monitors and the pools 
would point to the enormity 
of the human loss. 

    �There was a lot less free-
dom in designing the memo-
rial than on other projects,� 
said Chace. The committee 
and head architect for the site 
placed many requirements on 
the entrants; at the same time, 
according to Chace, the jury 
publicly encouraged propos-
als that broke the rules. �We 
were asked to build around 
buildings planned for the site 
that are no longer planned for 
the site. But that is the nature 
of architecture. The circum-
stances of your work are al-
ways changing. It is about 
solving problems for the cli-
ents with the space that they 
have and the needs that they 
have. [We think] that it is an 

elegant solution that dealt 
with a lot of the issues�.it 
was a difficult exercise in 
defining what a memorial 
should be for such a trans-
forming historical event.� 
    With the memorial experi-
ence in his past, Jon Chace 
moves to Boston with plans to 
establish a firm that will con-
tinue working on theoretical 
competitions and also pursue 
projects to be built.  
    Perhaps some bold, mod-
ernist changes in Camp cabin 
design are in his future.
